This new Digital Gallery is fully flexible, allowing both traditional hanging and digital viewing, either independently or simultaneously. Proposals are considered by a committee along the following criteria

· Accordance with the Ruskin Gallery’s Vision, aims and objectives 

· Appropriate to the venue’s capabilities and limitations 

· Availability of exhibition organiser and artists to play integral role in execution of exhibition and/or auxiliary events

· The extent to which they add value to the exhibition programme

The committee aims to notify proposers of its decision within 4 weeks of the committee meeting. The next committee meeting is at the end of March 2012 (date tbc).
The Gallery provides and is responsible for:

· Making good the exhibition space, walls and surfaces prior to and after any installation, to the standard required for work to be displayed. The only exception to this being when a project/exhibition has made material or structural alterations for the purpose of display.  In such instances, the event organiser is required to meet additional costs for return of the space. 

· Access to and full use of all existing display equipment and loan equipment subject to availability. 

· Practical support and assistance with design and layout and installation of work within the limits of existing in-house equipment, staff and budget.

· Facilitation of a 2 day get-in and get-out within the practical constraints of available staff and storage space.

· Establishing an agreement with the artist/organiser on final layout and positioning of work. Anglia Ruskin University reserves the right to refuse to display works should they prove to be inappropriate for a University setting.
· Standard levels of security and the daily running of the exhibition for the opening hours of Monday–Friday 10am until 5pm ensuring public access to the materials exhibited. Enhanced Security, including the need for invigilation needs to be requested and agreed at the outset.
· Organisation of a Private View event for the exhibition.
· Use of the Ruskin Gallery name for publicity and assistance therewith and association with our profile as a central Cambridge venue. 
· Preparation of press releases for the exhibition and inclusion in usual Gallery advertising including local gallery listing and the Ruskin Gallery website.

· Where the Data Protection Act permits, providing use and controlled access to the Gallery’s existing mailing, press and associated institution lists and databases for publicity purposes.
The artist/organiser is to cover and be responsible for:

· The cost of transport and packing of all exhibits and additional or supporting equipment to and from the Gallery. A comprehensive list and schedule must be agreed with Gallery.

· Reaching an agreement with the Gallery on any final layout/design for the exhibition 

· All exhibitions should be delivered to the gallery fit for install (with suitable fixings: mirror plated for 2d). Any costs for additional materials for display required in mounting, framing and installation of all works, which the Gallery cannot already supply. This includes any specialist equipment or mounts required by the exhibits, which the Gallery does not already have or which are not available for loan from Media Production.
· The cost of any additional outside technicians or specialists required for installation, conservation and display requirements of exhibits, outside of existing Gallery staff. 

· Any and all costs incurred by works and supporting material, for the exhibition, arriving at an unreasonable time, thus making full installation within normal working hours impossible.

· The cost of promoting the exhibition, including  design and print of promotional material, distribution, advertising and press publicity will be covered by Gallery in accordance with the Gallery's policy. Costs for any additional publicity, run-ons of printed material or any additional printed material such as guides, handouts, catalogues and associated publications must be covered  by the exhibitor and must be approved by the Gallery to ensure correct usage of the Anglia Ruskin University and Ruskin Gallery names and branding. The Gallery can advise and assist with marketing.
· Full cost of insurance for the exhibition, both in transit and whilst at the Gallery. 
· Any costs required by having additional opening days and times, outside of the Gallery’s standard opening hours of  Monday –Friday 10am until 5pm
· All costs of any receptions or private views for the exhibition, including catering.  The Gallery can advise and assist in the physical administration of such events.
· The organiser/proposer is required to give a minimum of 3 months notice of cancellation of the exhibition.  Where due notice is not provided, a fee may be charged to cover any costs that have been incurred. 
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
